Alderman Jim Witkowiak will be joined by city officials and 5th Ward/Walker’s Point 
stakeholders during a special dedication ceremony Saturday (August 1, 2009) morning at 
the eastern terminus of E. Greenfield Ave. to dedicate improvements that have created a 
public scenic overlook with views of the Port of Milwaukee, Jones Island and the 
Kinnickinnic River.
