935-7360. “This was a senseless tragedy, and I am urging those with information to come 
forward so that justice can be served,” Alderman Pérez said. 
 
According to news reports, the beating took place after a large group of people 
confronted Mr. Lopez and a friend outside the club at approximately 2:30 a.m. Sunday, 
November 4.
