- To support and build upon the city’s diversity, the youth
council shall nominate, for Common Council appoint-
ment to the youth council, one youth representative from
each aldermanic district and encourage participation by
young women and men from diverse backgrounds and
experiences.

Confirmation and Term of 0ffice

the Common Council and take and file an oath of office
before beginning their term.

« Members shall serve one-year terms and may continue to
serve until he or she resigns or is replaced.
