Lincoln Avenue began as a dense  
commercial street catering to the 
neighborhood’s Eastern European  
residents. Today, the street is a lively 
mixture of local and national retail  
drawing customers from neighboring 
Hispanic, Asian and Polish  
communities.  
 

Lincoln Avenue has been honored by 
being the only street in the City of  
Milwaukee designated a “Main Street” 
under Wisconsin’s state-wide Main 
Street program. Active community and 
business organizations have led the  
revitalization of Lincoln Avenue’s  
storefronts.
