PETITIONER’S MOTION AND ORDER FOR BENCH WARRANT


The Petitioner, City of Milwaukee (“City”) by and through its attorney, ________________, City Attorney, represented by _________________, Deputy City Attorney and ______________, Assistant City Attorney, moves the Court for an order directing the Clerk of the Court to issue a bench warrant for Respondent(s) in the above-entitled cause.
