PLAINTIFF’S MOTION AND ORDER FOR BENCH WARRANT

DHS § 145.06(4)(e) and (5); Milwaukee City Charter §§ 6-07-2 and 3*, 6-09-3-a* and 3-c*, 6-17-1*, 17-06, 17-07 and 17-10; and §§ 59-3-2 and 62-9, Milwaukee Code of Ordinances (“MCO”)  and other pertinent provisions of law.  A true, correct and complete copy of this Order is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and is incorporated herein by reference.  


Defendant(s) has/have failed to comply with the Commissioner’s “Order Limiting Travel Into or Out of the City of Milwaukee” pursuant to Wis.
