PETITION FOR ENFORCEMENT OF ORDER FOR ISOLATION,

QUARANTINE, OR DESTRUCTION OF DANGEROUS OR

DISEASED ANIMAL(S)


COMES NOW the City of Milwaukee Health Department (“City”) by and through its attorney, ________________, City Attorney, _____________, Deputy City Attorney, and _______________, Assistant City Attorney, and hereby petitions the Court for an Order enforcing the Order for Isolation, Quarantine or Destruction of Dangerous or Diseased Animal(s) issued to the Respondent(s) by the Commissioner of Health for the City of Milwaukee dated ____________ and directing and authorizing the isolation, quarantine and/or destruction of dangerous or diseased animal(s) owned by, or in the case and custody of, the Respondent(s).  In support of its petition, the City alleges and states as follows:


1.
This Petition is filed pursuant to the provisions of Wis. Stat. §§ 95.19, 95.21, 173.13, 173.15, 173.19, 173.21, 173.23, 174.02(3), 251.05, 251.06(3), and 252.03; Wis. Adm. Code Ch. DHS §§ 145.06(5) and (6); Milwaukee City Charter §§ 17-06, 17-07, 17-10, 17-16 and 17-18; and §§ 62-9, 78-1-9, 78-1-22, 78-19, 78-21, 78-23, 78-25, and 78-27 Milwaukee Code of Ordinances (“MCO”) and other pertinent provisions of law.


2.
The foregoing statutory, regulatory, Charter and ordinance provisions empower the Commissioner of the City of Milwaukee Health Department (“Commissioner”) as the local health officer for the City to require the isolation, quarantine, and/or destruction of dangerous and/or diseased animals.  The Commissioner may, pursuant to these provisions, issue and enforce orders to this effect.


3.
Wisconsin Stat. §§ 173.23(3) and 174.02(3), and Wis. Adm. Code Ch. DHS §§ 145.06(5) and (6) provide that the Commissioner, as the City’s local health officer may petition this Court for an order requiring persons who own or who have care or custody of dangerous and/or diseased animals to comply with directives of the Commissioner requiring the isolation, quarantine, and/or destruction of such animals in the event of noncompliance with such directives on a voluntary basis.


4.
Isolation, quarantine, and/or destruction of number and type(s) of dangerous and/or diseased animal(s) involved owned by or under the care and custody of the Respondent(s) is necessary for the reasons set forth in the Affidavits of the Commissioner and of names of additional affiants (attached), which attest to the facts asserted in support of this petition, together with any further information that may be relevant to the Court’s consideration.


5.
On date, the Commissioner issued an Order to the Respondent(s) mandating the isolation or quarantine of type and name(s) of animal(s), a true, complete and correct copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and is incorporated herein by reference.

6.
The Commissioner, as the City’s local health officer has made reasonable efforts to obtain voluntary compliance with his/her directives (including the Order attached hereto as Exhibit 1) requiring isolation or quarantine of type and name of animal(s) and has determined in his professional judgment that seeking further efforts to obtain voluntary compliance would create a risk of serious harm to the public.


6.
The Commissioner, as the City’s local health officer, has reason to believe that the type and name(s) of animal(s) owned by or under the care and custody of, the Respondent(s) is, or is (are, or are) suspected to be, infected with, exposed to or contaminated with name of disease, which could infect or contaminate members of the general population if said animal(s) are not detained, isolated and quarantined from human contact or destroyed.


7.
The Commissioner, as the City’s local health officer, has reason to believe that the type and name(s) of animal(s) owned by or under the care and custody of, the Respondent(s) would pose a serious and imminent risk to the health and safety of others and of the general population of the City if not isolated and quarantined from human contact or destroyed.


8.
The City offers the following additional information for the consideration of the Court:


A.
The description of all animal(s) to be subject to isolation, quarantine or destruction:


B.
The premises where isolation, quarantine or destruction will take place:


C.
The date and time at which isolation, quarantine or destruction will commence:


D.
Any suspected communicable disease or infectious agent, if known:


E.
The anticipated duration of isolation or quarantine (if applicable), if known:


F.
The measures taken by the City to seek voluntary compliance or the basis on which the Commissioner, as the City’s local health officer, determined that seeking voluntary compliance would create a risk of serious harm:


G.
The medical basis on which the isolation, quarantine and/or destruction of the named and described animal(s) is justified: state basis; see also attached affidavit of name of veterinarian affiant.


IT IS SPECIFICALLY REQUESTED HEREIN that the Court direct the type and name(s) of animal(s) owned by or under the care and custody of the Respondent(s), name of respondent(s), be isolated, quarantined or destroyed in accordance with the Commissioner’s Order attached hereto as Exhibit 1.
