ORDER FOR VACCINATION OR ALTERNATIVE ORDER FOR

INVOLUNTARY ISOLATION OR QUARANTINE


WHEREAS, the above matter having come before the Court for hearing on ______________________ at approximately _______ __.M. on the Petitioner’s motion seeking enforcement of an Order for Vaccination or Alternative Order for Involuntary Isolation or Quarantine dated _____________________, as issued by the Commissioner of Health of the City of Milwaukee (“Commissioner”); and


WHEREAS, the Petitioner, City of Milwaukee (“City”), by the City Attorney’s Office of the City of Milwaukee, by _________________, Assistant City Attorney and the Respondent(s), _______________________ having appeared in person/by use of a telephone; and


WHEREAS, the Court having reviewed the information in the Petition for Enforcement of an Order for Vaccination or Alternative Order for Involuntary Isolation or Quarantine and accompanying affidavits; and


WHEREAS, the Court having heard testimony relative to the allegations in the Petition for Enforcement of an Order for Vaccination or Alternative Order for Involuntary Isolation or Quarantine; and


WHEREAS, the Respondent(s), ________________________, has(have), to date, failed to comply with the Commissioner’s Order for Vaccination or Alternative Order for Isolation or Quarantine (“Order”) arising from his/her disease of name of disease;


THE COURT NOW, THEREFORE, FINDS:


1.
This court has jurisdiction over the Respondent(s) and the subject matter of this proceeding.


2.
The Commissioner possesses the authority to order vaccination of the Respondent(s) against name of disease, or in the alternative, isolation or quarantine of the Respondent(s) in the event that the Respondent(s) are unable or unwilling to be vaccinated against name of disease pursuant to Wis. Stat. §§ 166.03(1)
 and (4)*, 166.23*, 250.042(1)*, 251.05(3)(e)*, 251.06(3)(a)-(c), 252.03, and 252.041
, Wis. Adm. Code Ch. DHS §§ 145.06(4)(b) and (5); Milwaukee City Charter §§ 6-07-2* and 3*, 6-09-3-a* and 3-c*, 6-09-4-a*, and 6-17-1*; and § 59-3-2, Milwaukee Code of Ordinances (“MCO”) and other pertinent provisions of law regarding the order of the City of Milwaukee Commissioner of Health for an order requiring the vaccination or, in the alternative, the isolation or quarantine of the Respondent(s)


3.
There is a reasonable basis to find that vaccination or in the alternative isolation and/or quarantine of the Respondent(s) in the event that the Respondent(s) is(are) unable or unwilling to be vaccinated against name of disease is necessary for protection of the public against the threat of name of disease.

4.
The facts warranting vaccination or in the alternative isolation and quarantine are as follows: list facts

The Commissioner made reasonable efforts to obtain voluntary compliance with his/her Order issued to the Respondent(s), but those alternatives were not followed by the Respondent(s).


OR


6.
The Respondent(s) is(are) unable to comply with those portions of the Commissioner’s Order compelling vaccination against name of disease because vaccination would be reasonably likely to cause the Respondent(s) serious harm and the Respondent(s) has(have), to date, failed and refused to voluntarily comply with those portions of the Order directing his/her/their alternative isolation or quarantine.


IT IS THEREFORE HEREBY ORDERED, ADJUDGED, AND DECREED THAT:


1.
Respondent(s) shall be vaccinated and immunized against name of disease on or before date, at a time and place to be determined by the Commissioner.


2.
Alternatively, should Respondent(s) continue to be unable to submit to vaccination against name of disease due to the reasonable likelihood of serious harm or continue to refuse vaccination against name of disease for reasons of religion or conscience, Respondent(s) shall be isolated or quarantined in accordance with the Petitioner’s petition from _________________, 20___, at ___________ o’clock AM/PM (Central Time) to _____________________, 20___, at ____________ o’clock AM/PM (Central Time), unless the Commissioner determines, prior to the expiration of that period, that the Respondent(’s)(s’) vaccination, isolation or quarantine is no longer necessary.


2.
The following conditions are necessary to ensure that alternative isolation or quarantine is carried out within the stated purpose and restrictions of Wis. Stat. §§ 251.05, 251.06(3), 252.03, 252.041, 252.06; 252.19 and 252.21 Wis. Adm. Code Ch. DHS § 145.06; Milwaukee City Charter §§ 17-06, 17-16 and 17-18; and § 62.9 of the Milwaukee Code of Ordinances: list conditions.


3.
The alternative isolation or quarantine will take place at the following premises: state location.


4.
The Court shall retain jurisdiction of this matter to ensure compliance with its terms, and for purposes of possible further action, including continuation of alternative isolation or quarantine pursuant to the statutory, regulatory, and ordinance provisions referenced in ¶ 3 of this Order, above.


5.
Petitioner shall serve this Order on the Respondent(s) in accordance with the Rules of Civil Procedure.


6.
In the event that the Respondent(s) are placed in an isolation or quarantine setting under the terms of this Order, a further hearing on this matter shall be held on _____________________, 20____, at __________ o’clock AM/PM (Central Time), which is less than 72 hours from the time of filing the petition, excluding Saturdays, Sunday, and holidays.  The hearing will be held at the following location and with the following special arrangements to ensure protection against spread of a communicable disease or infectious agent:
