The FTZ advantages can improve supply chain efficiencies, see significant duty deferral on inventory, significantly reduce the number of customs entries and merchandise processing fees, eliminate the duties on scrapped and re-exported products, and reduce or eliminate the whole duty drawback process.  “If your company imports and/or exports and you do any of these activities permitted in an FTZ, your company is likely to benefit by using a general purpose zone such as Bentley”, said Betty Nowak, Administrator of the FTZ No. 41.

The main purpose of a foreign-trade zone is to help companies be more competitive in the world market place by lowering taxes, fees and fines.
