Whereas, uMhlathuze and Milwaukee, sharing a common interest in education,
health care and business, and the desire to promote mutual understanding
among our citizens do hereby proclaim themselves Sister Cities beginning on
April 9, 2008 the date of Milwaukee Common Council resolution establishing the
Sister City relationship became effective;

Now Therefore, Milwaukee and uMhlathuze do hereby proclaim themselves
Sister Cities, and declare their intent to abide by these guidelines according to
Sister Cities International® policies.
