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With the arrival of warm weather and the food truck season, this issue of our quar-

terly newsletter focuses on the latest changes approved recently and helping you 

navigate the licensing process. 

 

In addition, weôd like to take this opportunity to highlight a number of services fre-

quently requested of our office, but which are provided elsewhere:  

§ Closing the public right-of-way requires Special Event Permits, which are han-

dled by the Department of Public Works.  

§ If your event could cause noise issues with neighbors, consider obtaining a 

Noise Variance from the Department of Neighborhood Services  

§ Authorization from Milwaukee County is required for any events held on their 

property, including county parks.

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vImplemented citations for violations of this regulations of $50 for the first 

violation, $100 for the second violation, $200 for the third violation, and 

$450 for the fourth and each subsequent violation.   

Everybody likes being able to get food from food trucks while walking on a clean, organized 

and safe street. In order to increase this in the City, the Common Council approved the follow-

ing items effective on June 17th, 2023. 

vCreated two specific areas designated for food peddler vehicles known as Food Peddler 

Vehicle Zones, which are:   

Type 1, or Time-Limited Zone is a specific area currently located Downtown 

that works on a first-come first-served basis within the allowed hours, but not 

exceeding 6 hours in a 12-hour period or selling food between 1:00AM ï 

6:00AM.  

Type 2, or Density-Limited Zone is an area currently located at Burnham Park exclusively for 

food peddler vehicle operation by permit only.  

vRequested additional licensing for trucks licensed through a different municipality, but 

operating within the City limits.
