Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ) 
about Limiting Travel out of the City of Milwaukee

What does it mean to limit travel?

It means you must remain in the City of Milwaukee.  You may not take a plane, train, bus, car, or any other form of transportation that allows you to leave the city limits.
Why can’t I travel outside the City of Milwaukee?
You have or may have been exposed to a serious communicable disease and there is a significant risk that you could give this disease to others.  Or, there is a serious disease that spreads easily affecting other communities.  If you travel there you could catch the disease.  The City of Milwaukee Health Department wants to do everything it can to make sure as few people as possible in Milwaukee get the disease.

How long will I have to limit travel?
You cannot leave the City of Milwaukee until the “Order to Limit Travel” is withdrawn by the Commissioner of Health or by someone to whom the commissioner has assigned this task.  How long this will be is not clear.
What happens if I don’t follow the rules about traveling outside the City of Milwaukee?

By law you must follow the rules limiting travel to help keep the public safe.  The City of Milwaukee Health Department is in charge of making sure travel rules are followed.  Only the City of Milwaukee Health Department can free you from the travel rules.

What can’t I do while I have to stay in the City of Milwaukee?

You are not allowed to take a plane, train, bus, car, or any other form of transportation that would let you leave the City of Milwaukee.

What if I work outside the City of Milwaukee or I have a sick relative who needs me and s/he lives outside the City of Milwaukee?

Your freedom of movement is being restricted because you must limit your contact with other people including co-workers and family members.  This is to prevent the spread of a serious disease that spreads easily when people are in close contact with one another.  Contact with coworkers and sick relatives could put them at serious risk.  
What if I need help while I cannot travel outside the City of Milwaukee?
If you have a medical emergency call 911 like usual, but make sure you tell the operator that you have been told not to leave the City of Milwaukee and why.
Tips for Staying in the City of Milwaukee

Call a friend or family member and ask them for help.

Ask a friend to get your groceries, go to the bank, and bring items to you. Have them leave your items outside your door so there is no chance for them to get sick. 

Keep a routine.

Get up at the same time every day. Open your window coverings during the day and close them at night. Eat your meals regularly and get plenty of mental and physical rest.

Watch or listen to the news.

You can listen to the radio, watch TV, or read newspapers. This is a good way to hear what’s going on and stay entertained during the day.
