PETITIONER’S MOTION AND ORDER FOR BENCH WARRANT


The Petitioner, City of Milwaukee Health Department (“City”) by and through its attorney, __________________, City Attorney, represented by _________________, Deputy City Attorney and _________________, Assistant City Attorney, moves the Court for an order directing the Clerk of the Court to issue a bench warrant for Respondent(s) in the above-entitled cause.


This Motion is based on the records and files herein.  As evidenced by the Affidavit of Disease Control Officer, the Commissioner of Health for the City of Milwaukee (“Commissioner”), the local health officer for the City has reason to believe that the issuance and enforcement of an Order to Respondent(s) directing him/her/them to release information on actual or potential contacts who have been or may have been exposed to name of communicable disease is necessary to prevent a serious and imminent risk to the health and safety of others and of the community.


The City has petitioned the Court for enforcement of an Order issued by the Commissioner directing that the Respondent(s) release all information in his/her/their possession on actual or potential contacts who have been or who may have been exposed to name of communicable disease, pursuant to Wis. Stat. §§ 166.03(1)* and (4)*, 166.23*, 250.042(1)*, 251.05(3)(e)*, 251.06(3)(a)-(c), 252.03, 252.05 (from individuals), 252.05(1) (from health care providers), and 252.05(11) (prosecution by District Attorney) ; Wis. Adm. Code Ch. DHS §§ 145.04(1) and (2)(a), and 145.05(1); Milwaukee City Charter §§ 6-07-2* and 3*, 6-09-3-a* and 3-c, 6-09-4-a*, 6-17-1*, 17-06, 17-07 and 17-19; and §§ 59-3-2 and 62-7, Milwaukee Code of Ordinances ("MCO") and other pertinent provisions of law.  A true, correct and complete copy of this Order is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and is incorporated herein by reference.  It is necessary to assure enforcement of this Order with a bench warrant because: state reasons.


Respondent(s) have failed to comply with the Commissioner’s “Order to Release Information on Actual or Potential Contacts” pursuant to Wis. Stat. §§ 166.03(1)* and (4)*, 166.23*, 250.042(1)*, 251.05(3)(e)*, 251.06(3)(a)-(c), 252.03, 252.05 (from individuals), 252.05(1) (from health care providers), and 252.05(11) (prosecution by District Attorney) ; Wis. Adm. Code Ch. DHS §§ 145.04(1) and (2)(a), and 145.05(1); Milwaukee City Charter §§ 6-07-2* and 3*, 6-09-3-a* and 3-c, 6-09-4-a*, 6-17-1*, 17-06, 17-07 and 17-19; and §§ 59-3-2 and 62-7, MCO and other pertinent provisions of law.  It is necessary to ensure enforcement of the Commissioner’s Order with a bench warrant because: (a) the Respondent(s) has(have) failed and refused to comply voluntarily with directives issued by me and/or the Department requiring that he(she)(they) be isolated or quarantined from public contact; and (b) following due consideration, the Commissioner have concluded that less restrictive alternatives, including, but not limited to, voluntary isolation or quarantine would not provide sufficient public protection given the current serious and imminent threat to public health and safety.


Based on the serious and imminent risk to the health and safety of others if Respondent(s) refuse(s) or continue(s) to refuse to comply with the Commissioner’s “Order to Release Information on Actual or Potential Contacts”, as evidenced by the Affidavit of the Commissioner and of the Disease Control Officer, the City requests the issuance of a bench warrant:

To ensure compliance with the Commissioner’s directive to the Respondent(‘s)(s’) pursuant to the terms of the Commissioner’s “Order to Release Information on Actual or Potential Contacts” attached hereto as Exhibit 1; and
