Suspension of Public Transportation
A member of the local business community presented at an area hospital with flu-like symptoms.  He had recently returned from an overseas business trip.  He may have exposed several hundred passengers on his flight home, colleagues attending a large awards dinner directly following his trip and health care workers and emergency department patients at the hospital he went to for care.  Over the course of the next eleven days there were significant increases in emergency room visits by people with influenza like illness and emergency responder staffing shortages due to the same symptoms.  The local health officer has decided to suspend public transportation as one of several measures designed to minimize the spread of the disease.
