I am an adult resident of _____________ County, Wisconsin.  Unless otherwise specifically stated, I have personal knowledge of the matters set forth herein.

I am a licensed physician in the State of Wisconsin and have been engaged by the City of Milwaukee Health Department (the “Department”) in the capacity of nature of position, role, etc.

My duties on behalf of the Department include investigation of reportable diseases, disease outbreaks, and other illnesses affecting the population, assessment of the nature and extent of health risks, and responsibility for implementing disease control and prevention measures.

Attached as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by reference is a true and accurate copy of an “Order for Vaccination or Alternative Order for Isolation or Quarantine” issued by the Commissioner of the Health Department to Respondent pursuant to Wis. Stat. §§ 166.03(1)
 and (4)*, 166.23*, 250.042(1)*, 251.05(3)(e)*, 251.06(3)(a)-(c), 252.03, and 252.041
, Wis. Adm. Code Ch. DHS §§ 145.06(4)(b) and (5); Milwaukee City Charter §§ 6-07-2* and 3*, 6-09-3-a* and 3-c*, 6-09-4-a*, and 6-17-1*; and § 59-3-2, Milwaukee Code of Ordinances (“MCO”) and other pertinent provisions of law.

It is my medical judgment that the vaccination or, in the alternative, the involuntary isolation or quarantine of Respondent(s) is necessary to prevent a serious or imminent risk to the health and safety of others and of the general population of the City. The medical basis on which mandatory vaccination/immunization or alternative isolation or quarantine is justified and the consequences of not mandating vaccination/immunization or alternatively imposing isolation or quarantine.
